Please provide any and all information asked in the Questionnaire.  It is very important that you do not omit any of the information in this questionnaire unless the information does not apply to you.  Whether its not understanding the nature of an asset or fearing the loss of an asset, some fail to identify assets and/or even debts for fear of losing their property.   Non-disclosure of assets severely complicates a bankruptcy case, and you risk losing undisclosed assets to a forced sale in your case.
